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The province of Punjab with a land mass of 25.6% of Pakistan occupies more than 50% of 

the country’s population. The census, 2017 results clearly depicts that the annual growth 

rate of Population declined from 2.64% (1998) to 2.13% (2017). PWD, Punjab is 

committed for achieving universal access to Reproductive Health and to raise the CPR to 

55% by 2020. Population Welfare Department (PWD) emphasizes on family planning 

within the framework of maternal health and development of the province. The 

administrative set-up and service delivery outlets of the PWD are present in all 36 districts 

of Punjab. Basic Reproductive Health Services and treatment of general ailments are 

available free of cost.
